General Membership Meeting
December 2, 2006 - Meeting Minutes

December 2, 2006 - 9:30 a.m.  - Gwinnett Senior Center at Bethesda Park

Call to Order

President Peter Mariolis made the call to order

Opening Prayer

Curtis Caldwell led the membership in an opening prayer.

Attendance

The following 2006 Executive Committee members were in attendance:

Association By-Laws state that all members in good standing in the current calendar year are eligible to vote at the Annual Meeting; and 20% of the eligible membership in attendance shall be considered a quorum.  Fifty-seven (57) members signed in, representing 37% of the current eligible membership of one hundred and fifty-three (153).

Recognition for Help with Annual Meeting  

Peter acknowledged several individuals for their help during the year or loaning equipment and/or helping with the Annual Meeting:

Old/Unfinished Business

Peter asked if there was any old/unfinished business to discuss.  No old/unfinished business was brought up.  Peter asked Doris to review the 2005 General Membership Annual Meeting Minutes.  Doris provided an overview of the minutes, asked if there were any questions, and stated that copies of the 2005 minutes were at the meeting and could be downloaded from the MASSL web site.   There were no questions from the members, and the minutes were accepted by a unanimous vote of the members present.  

New Business - 2006
2006 Financial Report

Frankie Baldwin, Treasurer, reviewed the 2006 Financial Report and updated the members on the additional checks written the date of the meeting.  Frankie pointed out that the league made a $5,000 donation to the Gwinnett County Parks Foundation, purchased a Job Box for $350 to place at Best Friend Park, and donated $1,133.02 to the Gwinnett Senior Center at Bethesda Park from the proceeds of the Memorial Tournament ($533.02) and the September 30th Tournament ($600).  The report handed out at the meeting will be revised to reflect the additional expenses, and a copy of the report included in the minutes.  Members will be also able to view the “final” 2006 Financial Report online at the MASSL web site.  

Phil Overton asked about the $5,000 donation to Gwinnett County.  Ed Davis explained that youth organizations routinely give donations to counties in order to get special consideration for fields, etc.  He stated the League does not pay for anything for Gwinnett County fields. Gwinnett County provides the lights, chalk, etc., and does the maintenance on the fields free of charge.  We did have to pay for DeKalb County fields and the fields were not kept up and we never received any cooperation from DeKalb County officials.  The $5,000 donation helps our relationship with Gwinnett County and provides some leverage in securing fields, getting specific nights for play, and obtaining contracts for the seasons and practices.

There was no further discussion.  Dick Hamel made a motion to accept the report; Dave Siemers seconded the motion.  The 2006 Financial Report was approved as presented by a unanimous vote of the members present.

Ill or Injured Members

Frankie announced that the following members and spouses were ill or having surgery and asked that members remember them with a card or phone call:

· Charlie Blackburn – heart valve replacement and bypass surgery - December 1

· Wayne Henck – liver disease

· Barbara, Jim Carr’s wife – several medical issues since Summer, still in hospital

· Winnie Pat, Mike Monsen’s wife – rotator cuff surgery

2006 Membership Demographics

Doris reviewed the membership demographics and changes over the past four years.

· The number of active playing members is up 4.5% or 7 members over 2005.  Membership had gone down in the past - 170 in 2002, 156 in 2003 and 143 in 2004 and increased slightly in 2005 to 146.  The recruiting of new members via the web site, AJC article and through current members accounted for the increase.   


· We had 71 inquiries about the League in 2006 with 52 (73%) of the inquiries resulting in the individuals being added to the League database.  For the year we had 39 new players.  In the Spring Season, there were 28 new players with 16 being recruited by current players who received the $10 Recruiting Incentive.  In the Summer Season, there were 11 new players.

· The number of Metro Atlanta counties represented by members continues to go down – 10 in 2006, 12 in 2005, 15 in 2004, 16 in 2003, and 22 in 2002.  The majority of members (67%) are from Gwinnett and Dekalb.  It was noted that Dekalb County had the largest drop in members down 10 from 2005 and that Gwinnett had an increase of 9 over 2005.

· With the younger players coming in and older players moving to different age groups, the number of members in each age group remained relatively stable from 2005 to 2006.   

Doris pointed out that members should continue recruiting new players using the web site, business cards, bumper stickers, etc.  We need to get more 45-50 year olds into the League for more competition in the under 60 age group and get players who may be interested in playing on a 50 or 55 tournament team.

2006 League Overview


Gary reviewed the results for the Spring and Summer Seasons and recognized the winning teams and managers in each league.  Copies of the Spring and Summer Season results were available at the meeting.  

 2006 All Star Game

Gary presented information on the All Star Game held on June 17.  This was the second organized inter-league game sponsored by the Smyrna league.  There were 2 teams from each league participating – Smyrna, Hobgood and MASSL.  Ben Wiechman managed the Under 60 Team and Fred Molnar managed the 60+ Team.  

Our 60+ team came in second and Under 60 team came in third.  Howard Wilcox and J.W. Austin
 was selected as MVP for the Under 60 team.  Nate Henry was selected as MVP for the 60+ team.  

2006 Tournament Teams

Doris recognized League Tournament Teams and reviewed their results in Regional Qualifiers, National Championships and World Series play.  Copies of each team’s results were available at the meeting.   Members who play on other tournament teams were also mentioned.

Doris recognized the following teams for winning National Championships:

· Southern 60’s – SPA Winter Nationals in Tampa, FL

· Georgia Peaches (70+) – SPA National Championship in Plano, TX and NSA World Series in Rock Hill, SC

· Charlie Blackburn was named Manager of the Year for the Peaches winning the SPA National and NSA World Series tournaments.

New Business - 2007
Meeting with Gwinnett County 

Gary, Doris and Ed met with Gwinnett County officials on Tuesday, November 28, about field availability at Best Friend Park, recommended improvements the League would like to see and contracts for 2007.   Gary provided an overview of the meeting to members.   

· Availability of Best Friend Fields
· Gwinnett County agreed to give the League both fields at Best Friend Park on Tuesdays, Wednesdays, and Thursdays for the Spring Season. 

· For the Summer Season, only the softball field will be available on Tuesdays and Thursdays due to a contract with the youth football league for the baseball field on those nights.   

· Tina Fleming agreed and will ask the Best Friend Park Athletics Coordinator to send contracts for the Spring Season to Ed Davis.  Ed will make copies for the League Commissioners and also place a copy in the Job Box. 

· Contracts for the Summer Season will be requested in May for both fields on Wednesdays, and only the softball field on Tuesdays and Thursdays.

· Contracts for Practices

· Doris stated that we have had several teams come by and ask about practicing on Best Friend fields on Saturdays and asked if we could lock in the fields for Saturday morning practices.   Then if we don’t need both fields on a Saturday, we could allow teams who come out on a “first come, first serve” basis to use the baseball field.

· Tina Fleming agreed to a contract for both fields on Saturdays from 9:00 a.m.-1:00 p.m. for January through March and a contract for only the softball field from 9:00 a.m.-1:00 p.m. for April through December.  

· Tina will ask the Best Friend Park Athletics Coordinator to send contracts for Saturday practices to Ed Davis.  Ed will make copies for the League Commissioners and also place a copy in the Job Box.  

· Recommended Improvements at Best Friend Park 
· Ed and Gary went over the League’s suggested improvements for Best Friend Park with Gwinnett County officials.

· Examples of the improvements discussed were: 
· putting up wind screens behind home plates to improve the players ability to see batters, 
· adjustment of the lights to improve players ability to field the ball in the outfield,  
· improving the set up of the wireless score brains to reduce interference when both fields are being used, 
· possibly putting up a light on the soccer field to keep the soccer players away from the ball fields, 
· adding a sign to the backstop on the softball field for “Home of Gwinnett Senior Softball”, etc.  
· An outcome of the meeting was that Gwinnett County would notify the Executive Committee when the Best Friend Athletics Coordinator would be doing a walk-through and assessment of the fields with the grounds and maintenance crew and allow League members to work with them on what could be improved for next year.
Courtesy Runners

Phil Overton (under 60 league) asked what the rule was for courtesy runners.  He stated that some teams were always using the same courtesy runner.  Doris reviewed the 2006 rule as approved for 2006 and stated that Team Managers and League Commissioners were responsible for enforcing the rule, and if there was an issue that his manager should have brought it to Ben’s attention.  Norm mentioned that after the 2006 Rule was implemented the 60+ league did not have a problem.  The rule worked better than previous rules that have been used.


2006- Playing Rules - Section 7 - Base Running - 7.2 Courtesy Runners

Players will run for themselves at all times unless they request a courtesy runner.  Managers cannot take out a player and replace with a courtesy runner unless the player requests one.  

A courtesy runner cannot run in consecutive innings.  For example, if a player runs in the third inning, he/she cannot be a courtesy runner in the fourth inning, but could run again in the fifth inning.

The following suggestions were made by members to keep track of courtesy runners.  Chuck Taylor suggested limiting the number of times a runner can be used on a game day to 4 or limit it to 2 per game.  Tom Pressley and Glenn Austin suggested that the courtesy runner wear an orange arm band so team managers and players can keep up with who ran and monitor the runners.  Gary suggested that courtesy runners not be allowed in the under 60 League.  

Following a discussion of the above suggestions, it was decided to take a vote among the under 60 League members only for a rule change.  Over 60 League would continue to use the current courtesy runner rule in 2007.  

Phil Overton made the following motion for the under 60 League:  “Players may run for themselves at all times.  If a player cannot run due to injury or opts not to run, the courtesy runner will be the player who made the last out.  If the player who made the last out cannot run because they are injured, then the original player on base has to run for themselves or they will be considered out.”  John Calhoun seconded the motion.  Motion carried – 6 yes; 5 no.
Earlier Spring Season Start Date

Peter mentioned that a member had suggested that the Spring Season start earlier than the 1st week of April.  He asked members in attendance what they thought about starting the Spring Season earlier, either the 3rd of 4th week of March.  Ron King stated that the 3rd week in March is unpredictable with rain so we would have make-ups added at the end of the season.  Mike Monsen mentioned in past years we have had ice and snow in March. 


Tom Morrissey (under 60 league) asked if there was a rain out if the teams could make up the games the following Saturday.  Peter stated that Saturdays were not good for make up games because tournament players were away and some players worked on Saturday, plus it would be hard for a manager to get substitutes.  John Calhoun recommended staying with having make up games at the end of the current schedule with the 2 weeks off between seasons.  

Floyd Bond (60+ league) asked if there was a rain out on Tuesday or Wednesday could the teams make up the games the following Thursday.  Peter stated that this was not an option in 2006 because the youth football league had the baseball field on Thursdays.  However, this is may be an option for the 2007 Spring Season that the Executive Committee will discuss at their January meeting since Gwinnett County has offered both Best Friend fields on Thursday nights.

Following a discussion among the members, a “straw” vote was taken.  Six members voted to keep the start date the 1st week in April and the remaining members voted for a start date of the 4th week in March.  

Peter stated that the Executive Committee would discuss further at their January meeting and make a final decision on the start date for the Spring Season.

Playing Nights

Tom Pressley asked if the leagues were locked into playing on a specific night.  Peter stated that the By-Laws do not stipulate what night each league plays on.  Tom suggested that the leagues rotate the nights of play each year to equalize the players who can play on each night.  

Following a discussion about which nights each league should play on, Phil Overton made a motion that under 60 league play on Tuesdays in the Spring and on Tuesdays/Thursdays in the Summer and the 60+ league play on Wednesdays in 2007.  John Calhoun seconded the motion.  Motion carried - accepted by all but 6 members present.

League Name Change

Peter stated that Ed Davis had suggested that the League change its official name that was registered with the State.  Harvey Schulman asked if we were going to make the name longer.  Peter said the recommendation was to change the name from “Gwinnett-DeKalb Seniors Softball, Inc.” to “Gwinnett Senior Softball, Inc.”

Clayton Webster asked if there was pressure from Gwinnett County officials to change the name.  Ed Davis stated that there was “no pressure” from Gwinnett County officials, but they took it as a compliment that the League was considering the name change.  At the meeting with Gwinnett officials, they said they would support the change and would work with the League to have a sign placed on the softball field home plate fence saying the field was the “Home of Gwinnett Senior Softball”.  Tina Fleming was going to send the sign specifications to Gary and he was going to look into the cost of the sign. 

Doris pointed out that the number of members from DeKalb County has continued to decline over the past couple of years and that over 50% of the players are from Gwinnett County.  Peter asked Doris to follow up with registering the name change with the State.

There was no further discussion.  Dave Siemers made a motion to change the official League name to “Gwinnett Senior Softball, Inc.”  Curtis Caldwell seconded the motion.  Motion carried - name change was approved as presented by a unanimous vote of the members present.

2007 Practice Schedule

Weekly practices will be at Best Friend Park on Tuesday and Saturday mornings.  Starting time of practices will depend on the weather – the colder the weather (i.e., December), a later start time and the warmer the weather (i.e., July), an earlier start time.  Depending on the number of players, who show up, practices generally last 2-3 hours.

· October through March - practices generally start at 10:00 a.m. in October and November and 11:00 a.m. in December through March.  

· April through September - practices generally start at 10:00 a.m. in April through May and 9:00 a.m. in June through September.  

When the practice time changes, the web site is updated and a blast email is sent to members with email addresses announcing the change.  Norm said that members could call him if they have a question about practices.

Nominations and Election of 2007 Officers

Peter announced that his 2-year term as President will end on December 31st and he will not seek re-election as President for 2007, but he will remain on the Executive Committee as Past President.  Gary Mastrodonato agreed to be nominated for President.  Bert McDade agreed to be nominated for Vice President.  Doris Warpole and Frankie Baldwin agreed to be re-elected as Secretary and Treasurer, respectively.  Peter asked for nominations for officers for 2007.  No candidates were nominated.  

The election of officers for the 2007 operating year was held as required by the association by-laws.  The officers ran unopposed. There was no further discussion.  Dick Hamel made a motion to approve the officers; Dave Siemers seconded the motion.  The officers were elected by a unanimous vote of the members present.

Gary thanked Peter for his work as President over the past two years.

MASSL Web Site

Doris stated that the league web site is dedicated to honoring those players and their spouses who have passed away.  Two players and one spouse were added to the “In Memoriam” page in 2006:

· Players:  George DeMore and Don Miolla

· Spouse:  Arthurlyn, wife of Tom Burleigh

This year there are more pictures of players batting and playing. The web site gets more “hits” on Fridays during the playing seasons because members check out the league standings for the week.

General Information/Discussion

Playing in Both Leagues

Ron King asked if over 60 players will be allowed to play in both leagues next year.  He stated that he would be willing to pay twice if he could play in both leagues.  Peter stated that other over 60 players had asked to play during the 2006 Summer Season in both leagues.  For 2006, the Executive Committee decided it would present additional scheduling problems for managers and League Commissioners and would open the door for under 60 players who may want to play in both leagues.  The Executive Committee did not feel that the fee was the issue as much as the scheduling of players to make sure teams had enough players.

Ben and Norm voiced their opinion that allowing players to play in both leagues would be a “headache” for managers and League Commissioners.  Players would have to “decide” which league would be their first or second choice; and this would have to be on the Application so they would know what team to put the player on.  Another issue would be space availability in each league and the % of games the player says they will play.  If there are enough players in each age group who have signed up and paid their fees, it would not be fair to have someone under 60 sit the bench and someone over 60 play 2 nights a week.  Plus an over 60 player could decide to play only 1 night during a week, and the other league manager would need to be notified to make sure he/she is not short players.  

Floyd Bond asked if managers had rosters and what they did if a player was a “no show”.  Ben stated that each manager has a roster that is updated whenever there are changes and shows the positions players put down on their Application and the % of games they said they could make.  Norm also stated that even if a player puts down 50% of the games, they may show up for 90% and a player can put down 90% and only show up 50%.  So if a player is not good about notifying the manager if they are or are not going to be a game, the manager and the League Commissioners are trying to find players at the last minute, especially during the Summer Season.  

Following further discussion among the members, John Calhoun made a motion that ONLY over 60 players are allowed to play down and pay double fees to play.  Ron King seconded the motion.  Motion failed – 22 yes; 23 no; 2 abstained.

Rainout Notification

Dick Hamel asked if there was a way to notify members earlier in the day if there was a rain out on game day.  He said he drove to the park and when he got there he found out the game was rained out.  Norm explained that he is generally notified by 3:00 p.m. by the Field crew if the field is playable or not.  If he has not heard from the Field crew by 3:00 p.m., he will call them.  If they cannot be reached, he will ask Larry Milleville to run by and check the condition of the field.  Gary said he follows the same protocol and sometime he will call the Field crew around noon to check in.  Both Gary and Norm said that they try to get something on the Rain Out Number as soon as they can and notify Doris to post on the web site and/or send out a blast email to players with email addresses.  Then they call the Team Managers to they can contact their players.

Ron King mentioned that he generally will call Norm or Doris on game day to see if games are being played. Then if the game is called, he will call his players.  Doris mentioned that sometimes she didn’t know if the games were going to be called until she got to the field and it poured and she was putting a message on the Rain Out Number at 5:30 p.m.  Doris asked if anyone knew of any other way to make the process better to let Gary, Norm and her know.

Phil Overton stated that he felt that it was Gary, Norm and Doris’ responsibility to call the managers as soon as they knew if games were being called.  Then it was the manager’s responsibility to call their players.  If players have not heard from their manager on game day, it was their responsibility to call their manager or the Rain Out Number.  

Mike Monsen said that managers could develop a “phone tree” among their players – split up their roster, they call 3 players and then those players call 3 players, etc. until everyone is contacted.  Gary said that he used emails a lot when dealing with his players.  

Following some additional discussion on what could or could not be done to improve the process, the members in attendance agreed that the current protocol will be used in 2007 and managers could implement their own way to notify their players.  

Best Friend Softball Field - Dealing with Sun

Clayton Webster asked if the over 60 League would consider moving the starting time of games back an hour in late summer due to the Sun being in the batter’s eyes on the softball field.  If the time is moved back, would the League change the count to 1-1 so the games would not finish up too late.  

Norm mentioned that this was done by the over 60 League when they played at Harmony Grove Park and seemed to work okay for the teams.  Norm said that he would discuss the changes with team managers and the over 60 League could make the adjustments in time and/or count, as needed.  

Best Friend Field Conditions

Harvey Schulman asked if the infield was going to be better for 2007.  He said there were a rocks and stones in both infields.  Jerry Brooks also mentioned that there were holes in the outfield that need to be fixed.

Norm stated that the Field crew drags the infields on game days and adds the lines.  He said that he has talked to the field crew about the rocks and stones but with this being a new field, rocks and stones will probably continue to come up for awhile.  He also stated he had the field crew fix holes in the outfield that he was aware of. 

Gary also stated that members of the Executive Committee would be doing a walk-through with the Best Friend Athletics Coordinator and field crew to do an assessment of the fields in later December and they will mention the IF/OF concerns.

Safety of Pitchers – Wood Bats

Phil Overton mentioned that he was concerned for the safety of our pitchers with the metal bats that are being used.  He asked if the League would consider using wood bats.  Gary asked for a “straw” vote of the members in attendance to see if there was an interest in using wood bats.  

Following a discussion among the members already purchasing several metals bats, a “straw” vote was taken.  Only 5 members voted for wood bats and the remaining members voted to go with ASA approved bats as stated in the Rules. 

Safety of Pitchers – Helmets/Face Masks

Floyd Bond asked if the League considered helmets for the pitchers.  Ed Davis stated the League purchased 2 face masks, similar to football helmets, for $100 each, that are in the Job Box, and pitchers have the option to use the helmet or not.  Ed said he only knows of 2 or 3 pitchers in our leagues who opt to wear it because of the weight and ability to see with them.  

Ed said that he would look into buying the new clear face masks being offered at Gameface.com for $30 a piece and put them in the Job Box.  Pitchers would still have the option to use them or not.

Ron King asked about the “floating” mound.  Gary stated that the League does utilize the 6 foot move-around box for pitchers and it has been incorporated in the Rules.

Al DiFiore stated that he felt pitchers would be safer if the League stayed strictly with the “age” definition and kept the under 60 players in their league and the over 60 players in their league.  Al made a motion to define the 2 leagues by age.  No member seconded the motion.  Motion failed. 

Secretary/Treasurer Stipends

Phil Adams mentioned that the League should consider increasing the Secretary/Treasurer stipends.  Ed Davis made a motion to increase the Secretary and Treasurer stipends from $600 a year to $700 a year.  Curtis Caldwell seconded the motion.  Motion carried - approved as presented by a unanimous vote of the members present.

Ideas for Improving the League/Increasing Membership

Clayton Webster asked if the league would advertise in local DeKalb paper in 2007.  Floyd Bond also recommended sending out a notice to the other County Parks & Recreation Departments asking them to post a flyer about the League.  Doris stated that the league does advertise in the local Gwinnett paper, Gwinnett Life Parks/Recreation Newsletter, Score Atlanta Newsletter and Atlanta Sports & Fitness Magazine.  

Gary asked Doris to follow up on getting an ad placed in the local Dekalb paper for 2007 and also follow up with John Register about posting a notice at Rhodes Jordan Gym and Pam Hoffman to see if she could sent out a notice to other County Parks officials.  Following a discussion on how to increase membership, Gary encouraged members to pick up copies of the league business cards, flyers and bumper stickers and use them as marketing tools to recruit new players. 

2006 Special Recognition - Octogenarians

Doris recognized the Octogenarians who are still “active” paying members in the League.  Championship shirts and hats were presented to each member. Doris noted that Norm Lebedin (80 playing) received his shirt and hat at the birthday celebration held at Best Friend Park in September. Octogenarians in attendance were George Bond (87), Al DiFiore (65 playing) and Joe Stevens (83).  Norm will make sure that Rick Prigmore (83 playing) and Marty Maddox (80) receive their shirts and hats.
League Commissioners for 2007

Gary announced that
 Norm Lebedin agreed to continue as the 60+ League Commissioner and Ben Wiechman as of Under 60 League Commissioner for 2007.  Gary stated that it is the responsibility of the League Commissioners to recruit Team Managers and assign players to teams to ensure parity among the teams.  They will also make decisions on which league a player may need to be in based on skill level.  

Basketball

Gary mentioned that basketball is open to members and friends to help stay in shape during the winter and to contact him if anyone is interested in playing.  Basketball is every Wednesday night at Rhodes Jordan Park in the Community Center from 6:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m. at 100 Crogan St., Lawrenceville, through the end of February.  Flyers with directions were available at the meeting.
Email Addresses

Gary asked members to let Doris know when their email addresses change or if they get email.  The league utilizes "blast emails" to notify members of important league and member announcements (i.e., when a member is ill, injured or in the hospital, when and where basketball sessions will be held, Annual Meeting Notice, updates on banned bats, changes to practice sessions, etc.).  All emails will come from "MASSL Secretary@AOL.com".  No SPAM mail is sent from the League mailbox. 

2007 Tournament Team Schedules

Doris asked that tournament team managers notify her of their 2007 tournament schedules and also let her know the results after each tournament.  

2007 Memorial Tournament

Gary announced that the Memorial Tournament at Bethesda has been tentatively scheduled for Saturday, April 7.  Managers and players need to contact Buster Harris or Norm Lebedin for more information.  Volunteers are also needed to help with the tournament.

Gary thanked the following individuals for their help during the year:
